The Turkish water slide manufacturer Polin only
introduced this new slide idea at the previous
IAAPA 2010 event, and only six months later, in
June 2011, the first “King Cobra” went into
operation.

slide dives into the throat for a short time and
disappears behind fog, sprays of water, and
sound effects before shooting towards the ground
again by the aid of gravity, and so avoiding the
poisonous snake. In addition to these special
effects, the complete colouring of the slide is
particularly noticeable, making it something very
special among water slides optically.




The location of the first “King Cobra” is the 40
hectare sized MAXX-Hotel-resort in Belek on the
Mediterranean coast, around 45 kilometres from
Antalya. The establishment's own water park is
10,000 m? in size and contains 10 different slides

that all stem from the Polin firm, which was
founded in 1976. A second “King Cobra” was
opened in the Russian Djubga water park on the
11" of June, and will be followed by five other con-
structions of the same type for 2012. H
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
