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Located along the Mediterranean coast in Antalya,
Turkey, is a five-star, beachfront waterpark resort known
as Gural Premier.

The resort hotel is situated in the Tekirova district, just
50 minutes from Antalya International Airport.

Surrounded by forest, the first-class hotel covers a 200-
acre area and employs 700 people to care for the guest
capacity of 1,200 souls in 583 rooms.
