As the third largest waterpark in France, O’Gliss Park offers four   
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he coast of the Vendée area of France ex-
tends along more than 200 kilometers (120 
miles) of mostly sandy beaches that attract 
tourists from near and far. Edged with dunes 
and pine woods, along with coastal mudflats 
and marshes that attract unusual birds, the 

beaches are considered an oasis for nature lovers. An oasis of 
a different kind is only minutes away at O’Gliss Park, located 
in Le Bernard, where a combination of relaxation and thrill-
ing adventure awaits. 

Opened in June 2016, O’Gliss Park represents a design 
partnership between Edsun Loisirs, a leisure park and out-
door recreation design firm, and Polin Waterparks, a lead-
ing waterslide manufacturing company located in Turkey. 
The new facility cost €12 million ($13.5 million US) and fea-
tures an impressive 12 waterslides, including the “Kamikaze,” 
“Freefall,” “Turbo Lance” and the “Looping Rocket.”

At 16-meters (52-feet) high, the “Looping Rocket” is the 
only waterslide in France to offer guests a 360-degree loop. 

And, with a size of 60,000 square meters (196,850 square 
feet), O’Gliss Park is the third largest waterpark in France.

The park, which features 240 palms, 160 banana plants, 
100 pine trees and several green meadows, is broken into 
four entertainment areas:

 Focused on little ones, this unique setting of-
fers fun activities and games in a pool area dedicated to chil-
dren’s use. 

 The wave pool is the focal point of this 
relaxing space edged with palm trees and chaise lounges.

 A lush world of “wild rivers” allows guests to 
free-float in ultimate relaxation or test themselves against 
an intense current. The options extend along more than 
400 meters (1,312 feet).

 This section of the park is devoted to 
thrills with a wide variety of slides that test guests’ limits 
for adrenaline-building excitement.
Guests’ traveling between the four areas of the park can 

choose from among a wide range of Polin waterslides. For 
older guests, waterslides highlights include the aforemen-
tioned, “Looping Rocket,” which includes a unique “launch 
capsule” 73 feet in the air with a trap door that opens to send 
riders through a high-speed, horizontal, 360-degree loop. 
Other slides are:

 Combining adventure with adrenaline, 
this slide offers an exhilarating drop;

 High-speed thrills are delivered by this free-fall 
slide with a curvy path that begins 27-meters (88-feet) high;
